BUSINESS EDUCATION OFFERINGS

PRACTICAL COMPUTER APPLICATIONS 2.5 period Semester 2.5 credits GRADES 9-12

Practical Computer Applications is a course that integrates the necessary skills for successful entry into the world of
information processing. Studentill learn the touch keyboarding method while learning word processing, desktop
publishing, spreadsheet, and presentation software. Students will be able to create, revise, manipulate and print various
projects utilizing correct formatting, grammar, dadguage rules. Students will be able to integrate these software
applications.

PRACTICAL COMPUTER APPLICATIONS 2
for LAB SCIENCE 2.5 period _ Year 2.5 credits GRADES 1012

Practical Computer Applications 2 is a course that integrates the intetenel@dvanced skills needed for successful entry

into the world of information processing. Students will use the t&eghoarding method while learning the advanced word
processing, desktop publishing, spreadsheet, and presentation software. Stillden&ble to create, revise, manipulate and

print various projects utilizing correct formatting, grammar, and language rules. Students will be able to integrate these
software applications. Projects will be assigned to navigate and research onrtiet. Ind the end of the course, students

will apply their computer skills to complete a business simulation.

MULTI MEDIA APPLICATIONS 5 periods Year 5 credits  GRADE 10-12

The Multimedia Computer Applications course is designed to introduce studémssioitware and skills that are essential to
the 21st century world of-E o mmer ce and mar keting. Students wil/l use i
Web Sites that catch the consumer 6s e ¥ing pregrach to imodafygdigitah t i o n
images, manipulate color images, retouch photographs, and combine and layer images. Students will also use graphic tools t
create original designs. Students will use a popular multimedia tool to create a variety ohegpdoe Web pages such as

complex animations, interactive controls, simulations and games.

MULTI MEDIA _APPLICATIONS for Lab Sciences 2.5 periods _Year 2.5 credits  GRADE 10-12
Students must be concurrently enrolled in an honors lab science course.

This murse uses the same curricular concepts as the full yearMerdiia Applicationscourse;however, it has
been madified to a companion course for the Lab Sciences.

FINANCIAL LITERACY 2.5Periods Semester 2.5credits GRADES 9-12

Young adults need the &wledge and skills to make informed financial decisions throughout their lives. This
course will help students beconmdormed consumenrgy setting personal, career and financial goals. Topics will
include basic economics, creating and working withdget, banking services, establishing credit and using it
wisely, consumer protection laws and fraud, saving and investing for your future and various types of insurance.

Requirement for Graduation Class of 2014 and beyond)

ACCOUNTING 5 periods _ Year 5 credits GRADE 10-12

Accounting is a course designed for students to develop an understanding of the basic terms and principles o
accounting that they wilencounter in business and personal activities. Students will be taught the skills of
analyzing, recording, interpreting, and preparing formal accounting records for a proprietorship and a
partnership. Specific topics to be covered include: analysis ohdmssitransactions, use of journals, ledger
accounts, financial statements, checking accounts, banking, payroll, and basic tax activities. Basic accounting
principles will be applied through the use of a computerized accounting profycaounting is recomranded

for all students interested in pursuing a college degree in business.

ENGLISH OFFERINGS

Students select English courses according to their prior achievement and their educational goals. Four years of English art
required.

Students takindgenglish I, 1I, 1ll, and IV will read and analyze a variety of materials and texts; will write for a variety of
purposes; and will practice the skills of speaking, listening, and viewing. In addition, they will practice grammagnasage,
mechanics skills andill increase their vocabulary to prepare for the HSPA and SAT. Students preparing feeqoslary
education will take these courses.

English Acceleratedcourses assume that students possess an above average knowledge of language skills antreading a
writing abilities. Students will be expected to handle independent work and research in a mature, scholarly manner.

English Honors and Advanced Placementourses are open to those who apply and are selected. These students pursue a
rigorous progranin literature, composition, and research and excel in achievement in English.

To receive credit for an Honors, Accelerated, or English Il, Ill, IV course, a student mustcomplete a research
assignmentthat meets English Department standards as stipulateoh the written description of the assignment given

by the teacher to the student. The student will not advance to the next grade level of English if the research
assignmentrequirement is not met.

All courses give a summer reading assignment and someucses also give a summer writing assignment.

Elective courses in English are designed to offer adeth study of specialized areas for students who have demonstrated an
interest and competence. While elective courses do not replace required Engkgs,ceome of them do satisfy criteria for

the Visual and Performing Arts requirement.

Students with English credit deficiencies may not take two sequential English courses during the sophomore or junior year.

STANDARD AND ACCELERATED ENGLISH COURSES

ENGLISH | & ENGLISH | ACCELERATED 5 periods _ Year 5 credits GRADE 9

Thesecourse developthe background necessary for education beyond the high school level. Emphasis is placed on study
skills, vocabulary in context, oral and writtenngposition, and a survey of poetry, the short story, novel, and drama. A short
research project is prepared as students are acclimated to the Library Media Center.

History | Accelerated Through an integrated study of history and literature by authors from the United States and Great
Britain, students will explore historicakdelopments and discover how literature, art, music, and philosophy reflected and
shaped the historical events and social conditfms the colonial periodt o t h g thel Re@litirs and Early National
Period, and the Age of the Civil War and Recaidfon. For example, a unit on Colonial America might include reattiey
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Crucible and poems by Phyllis Wheatley, researching early colonial crafts, and analyzing early folk ballads, in addition to
studying the historical events of the period. This cewvdl be taught cooperatively by one English teacher and one Social
Studies teacher in a double period, five days a week, to provide integrated study.

ENGLISH Il & ENGLISH 1l ACCELERATED 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADE 11

Thesecourss are for the junior planning post secondary education. Students will study British literature and compose a
number of formal/informal essays in preparation for the High School Proficiency Assessment and the new writing portion of
the SAT.

Much like American and Westn Studies, Contemporary Studies consists of thematic units and involves various multi
sensory activities: debating topics, creating and evaluating art and music, researching andgmghbigrwith a group, etc.

This course presents an excellent opyaty for seniors to learn more about the society they are about to enter. This course
will be taught cooperatively by one English teacher and one Social Studies teacher in a double period, five days a week, tc
provide integrated study.

HONORS AND ADVANCED PLACEMENT ENGLISH COURSES

ENGLISH HONORS | 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADE 9

Prerequisite:  Invitation to this course is made with departmental approval based upon a vigorous selection process
involving teacher recommendations from the8" grade teachers of Language Arts and Reading,
standardized test scores, and prior English achievement. Summer reading and projects are required

This is the first step in a foyrear English program for highly talented students. It provides -aefm examination of
vocabulary and grammar as they relate to composition and literature. Students read poetry, short stories, and novels. The
are introduced to several Shakespearean plays. It is expected students in this course will read extengrobly entd

literary analysis.

ENGLISH HONORS I 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADE 10

Prerequisitee  Grade of 80% or better in English Honors | or grade of 90% or better in English | Accelerated
teacher recommendation, and departmental approval.

This is the second step in a feyear program for highly talented students. Teacher recommendation, appropriate
achievement in English, and interviews with the English staff will be used to accept applying students if they have not
completedEnglish Honos |.
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Extensive composition and formal writing will be required. The literature study will involve the central themes of United
States literature. Supplementary work includes vocabulary, grammar and study skills.

Students will be expected to work diliggnto complete course requirements and personally derived goals. Assignments and
projects in the summer and as culminating activities are expected.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT ENGLISH
LANGUAGE & COMPOSITION (Jr.) 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADE 11

Prerequisitee  Students should havean 80% or better averagein English Il Honors or have a 90%averageor better
in English 1l Accelerated receive the recommendation of the teacher, and have departmental
approval.

Superior English students are challenged in thissdlasise primary and secondary source material in their analysis of mostly
British literature. They will analyze the historical, political, and social influences upon literature from theSaxgio

Period to the Modern Era. They will read, discuss,amalyze a variety of works. The study of composition will emphasize

the rhetorical styles of argumentation, narration, and exposition. Writing and critical reading with attention to treafuance
language, characteristics of style, and awareness ofraagare practiced. Although not required, students are expected to
take the Advanced Placement English Language and Composition Examination. Completing summer reading and writing
assignments is requiredhis course is part of the Dual Credit Progranfepéd in association with Gloucester County
College.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT ENGLISH
LANGUAGE & COMPOSITION (Sr.) 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADE 12

Prerequisite: Students should have a90% average or better in English Il Ac celerated receive the
recommendation of the teacher, and have departmental approval to take this course. Students who
have successfully completed Advanced Placement English Language and Composition as juniors may
not take this course.

In this survey of world literature, studentsllwiead selections, which range from the earliest epics to the contemporary
literature of a variety of cultures. The study of composition will emphasize the rhetorical styles of argumentaticon,narrati

and exposition. Writing and critical reading wittention to the nuances of language, characteristics of style, and awareness
of audience are practiced. Although not required, students are expected to take the Advanced Placement English Languag
and Composition Examination. Completing summer readindgvaiting assignments is required.his course is part of the

Dual Credit Program offered in association with Gloucester County College.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT ENGLISH
LITERATURE & COMPOSITION 5 periods  Year 5 credits GRADE 12

Prerequisite:  Students should have an 80% or better average in Advanced Placement English Language and
Composition as juniors

This is the fourth year of a foiyear sequential program for highly talented students. The course engages students in the close
reading and critical analysiof literature to extend their understanding of the ways writers use language. Literary works will

be studied to analyze structure, style, themes, and elements, such as the use of figurative language, imagery, symbolism, ar
tone. The development of ezch skills and the ability to handle source material are important in this course. Although not
required, students are expected to take the Advanced Placement English Literature and Composition Examination.
Completing summer reling and writing assignemts is required.
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ELECTIVE ENGLISH COURSES

THEATRE ARTS 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADES 912

This comprehensive course serves students at all stages in their survey of theatre arts. Because students may cycle through
four years othis course, they will study a different style of historical theater each year: Renaissance and Shakespearean
drama; Classical Drama and its origins; Commedia Dell'arte; and Morality Plays. To provide experience with contemporary
theater, students willso study social issue drama, and the connections that media and pop culture have on the changing role
of theatre arts.

e work to confidently use their voice/body to develop a stage presence.
e focus on characterization skills through rehearsal and performance of short monologues and scenes.

childrends theatre, musical, and classical theatre.

PUBLIC SPEAKING 5 periods Semester 2.5 credits GRADES 10-12

This is a course designed to develop skills used in various speaking situations. Organizatairthlogicg, and persuasive
methods will be examined. The student will practice employing these techniques in a variety of speaking activities, including
the critiquing of visual and performing arts in the classroom.

DISCUSSION AND DEBATE 5 periods Semeser 2.5 credits GRADES 10-12

Prerequisite: Successful completion of Public Speaking

This course is designed for students who enjoy exploring a wide variety of topics. Here they will have the opportunity to
gather information systematically andpgmepare and present effectively a case in a logical and persuasive manner. Problems
of interest in todayds s oci-threayening ierlviitonment.

Studevilisstudy poets from the Harlem
Renaissance, the Transcendentalist Movement, the Beat Generation, and The Geraldine R. Dodge Poetry Festival, amon
others. Members of this class will learn to critically read and analyze poetry for style, structany, ditel historical context,
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and theme. In addition to literary interpretation, students will write, perform, and publish their own poems in attempt to
discover their own unique voice and style

JOURNALISM 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADES 10-12

This course explores the fundamentals of news writing and the development of journalistic procedures. Students will prepare
newsrelated stories including features-depth articles, editorials, and reviews. Also studied are history of the media,
responsildities of the media, news organizations and sources, writing and reporting the news, interviewing, headline
composition, and layout and design, as part of the couiStudents will examine and write their own nengkated stories
including features, wdepth articles, editorials, and reviews, with heavy concentration on editing and revision for publication

in the school paper.

FASHION TRENDS AND INTERIOR DESIGN 5 periods _ Year 5 credits GRADES 1012

The studentsvill explore the historical, cultural, argbcial influences on fashion trends as they have evolved over the years.
They will examine elements and principles of design to make personal fashion decisions. Projects will include the study of a
past fashion era, current fashion designers, and sevanalson projects using current tools and technology. Basics of
sewing will be learned in order to explore the world of clothing and fashion. Students will explore the various career
opportunities in fashion and apparel including marketing of fashiodygts. Students will critique their final products to
develop a sense of aesthetics. Opportunities are available for group and individual projects.

In addition, studentsiill be able to explore their own decorating style as they apply it to the elerpéntdples, and other
theories related to design. Designing floor plans, color schemes, and optimal furniture arrangement will be an intégral aspe
of projects assigned. Students will explore the history of furniture and decorating trends. Théeagt stiui will be
examined. Current techniques and technologies will be utilized by the students for completion of projects. Persomal decisio
making and creativity will be encouraged in the choice of a home decoration project. Students will betidfireat projects

to develop a sense of aesthetics and perceptual skills.

CREATIVE FOODS & NUTRITION 5 periods  Year 5 credits GRADES 1012

As part of the Creative Foods and Nutrition curriculum, students will safely plan and prepare amdtigritious cuisine.
Students will work in a group setting while preparing and evaluating foods. Geography will be reinforced along with the
history of regional American cuisine. Healthy eating and recipe modifications will be emphasized. Studeh&s wil
encouraged to research food choices incorporating 6 major nutrientsoddeGuide Pyramidavill be used throughout the

units studied.

CULINARY & HOSPITALITY CAREERS 5 periods _ Year 5 credits GRADES 1112

ART COURSES

ART & DESIGN | 5 periods Year 5credits GRADES 9-12

Course dscription: A fine arts credit is required for graduation. Aflis the state requirement for this credit. This course is
designed as a beginning level art class. No prior background in art is required. This class is designed as an intrtiduction to
foundationsof art. Artl contributes to the student's development in the four content areas of art production, art history, art
criticism, and aesthetics. Because the study of art is enhanced through experiences in creating art, students will explore a
variety of two and threedimensional studio experiences.

Students will maintain a sketchbook and will be
expected to read professional literature in the area of their concentratioragsnplil be on art pragttion and portfolio
preparatiorsuitablefor college entry and submission for scholarship consideration. Advanced Art students will be required
to present a formal body of work in the annual Art Show.

CERAMICS & SCULPTURE 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADES 1012
Students will learn to create visual ideas and/or pottery in clay that are both sculptural and functional. They wit constru
with c¢clay using coil and sl ab buil di ng witl &so bxplore huiisg thea p o

ceramic surface with a variety of glazes and firing technig&sdents will also work with varied materials to produce three
dimensional work using wire, plaster, papiefiché and found objects.

COMPUTER GRAPHICS | 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADES 10-12

Students interested in blending traditional design with computer skills will learn methods to personalize their ownglesigns a
well as to prepare for a career in art. Software programs tauiljhie the same as those utilized in art colleges and by
professional artists. Computer generated drawing techniques as well as photographic image manipulation will be presented

COMPUTER GRAPHICS I 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADES 11-12
Prerequisite: Computer Graphics |

This course will advance the skills learned in Computer Graphics I, manipulating scanned and drawn images. Each studen
will have the opportunity to accomplish project objectives using a personal, individual appreBcgraghics will also be
included.

DIGITAL PHOTOGRAPHY 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADE 11 ONLY

Digital Photography will serve as an introduction to the digital camera, digital film, digital darkroom and their apgiication

the production of a kity of contemporary photographic work. Students will have the opportunity to use a digital camera and
to manipulate digital photographs to improve tonal range and contrast. They will combine and layer images to create dynamic
effects. Students will aldook at the creative opportunities of blur effects, color correction and monochromatic imaging.
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MUSIC COURSES

MUSIC APPRECIATION 5 periods Semester 2.5 credits GRADES 912

In this introductory course, students will be exposed to various elememmsisi€ such as sound, pitch dynamics, voices,
instruments, rhythm, melody, harmony, and musical form. Students will also learn about the different periods, stgles, artist
and composers associated with music throughout histdyprior vocal or instrumeial experience isot required to
participate in this course.

GUITAR (Highland & T riton only) 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADES 912

This course offers beginning instruction on acoustical guitar. Students learn music fundamentals, charelsstmugsic

notation and theory, strumming patterns and techniques, the basics of finger picking and playing lead guitar, and instrumenta
techniques for accompanying and playing traditional and contemporary songs. The music covered will include songs by
recent and diverse performers. Students must have their own acoustic guitar to choose this class.

BEGINNING BAND 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADES 912

This class is designed for students who have no previous instrumental music experienighao learn to play a brass,
woodwind, or percussion instrument. The student will learn the basics of music reading and playing in an ensemble.
Completion of this course will lead to participation in the Concert, Marching, and Jazz Bands. Theachagply most
instruments, but in some cases the student may be responsible for obtaining an instrument through rental or purchase.

CONCERT BAND 3 or 5 periods _Year 3 or 5 credits  GRADES 912

Prerequisite: Previous instrumental experience andhe ability to read music, or the approwal of the supervisor.
Students with no instrumental experience should contact the music department and begin taking
lessons prior to the beginning of the school yeanr register for Beginning Band

This course is digned for students interested in performing instrumental literature in a variety of styles. Students will
explore the technical and aesthetic demands of quality concert band music and will gain knowledge of the basic music theory
behind it. The concethand gives a number of concerts during the school year, and thedted dress rehearsals and
concert performances are required. Students are encouraged to participate in the instrumental lesson program run by th
music department.

BAND TECHNOLOGY 3or 5periods __Year 3or 5 credits GRADES 10-12

The ever increasing technological inventions and adaptations allow music to be created, enhanced, and serve as a
instructional tool. Band Technology will run concurrently with Concert Band and integrptactical arts/technology
component into Concert Band Class to satisfy graduation requirements. Students will employ methods including the design
and construction of scales sheets, waps, technique etudes and transposition reference sheets as tlyetoaggrious
instruments and student skill levels. The etudes and reference sheets could be electronically shared and adaptezhby the stud
to his/her particular instrument. Technology will be infused throughout the course of study in order to prosimtearning

and enrichment througlechnological tools.

MUSIC THEORY | 5 periods Semester 2.5 credits GRADES 1012

technology, composition and form.

VOCAL MUSIC | 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADES 912

This course is designed for students with little or no previous voice training. Emphasis wilceé ptatone placement,
breath control, sight singing in keys of C, G, and F, gaining confidence in singing, the health and physique aspegts,of a sin
practice techniques, voice differences, limitations and responsibilities, and proper posture fer sBgelents will be
encouraged to participate in the Choir activity.

VOCAL MUSIC I 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADES 1012

Prerequisite:  Vocal Music |

This course is a continuation of Vocal Music 1. Emphasis will be placed on breath contialethetion between posture

and breath control, the catbiheath and its application and proper use, sight singing in keys of D, Bb, and A, tonal attack and
release with normal legato attack contrasted with staccato attack, free tone, relaxation grertides nature of balanced,
efficient sonorous tone. Students will be encouraged to audition for the advanced Chorale choral group.

VOCAL MUSIC llI 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADES 1112

Prerequisite: Vocal Music Il

This course is a continuatioof Vocal Musicll. Emphasis will be placed on determining appropriate tone color, basic diction
principles, the International Phonetic Alphabet and its application, sight singing in keys of Eb, E, and Ab, vowel production
with the basics of tongue, jawnd lip position, basic concepts in equalizing the vowels, and understanding the interpretation
of double vowels and dipthongs.

VOCAL MUSIC IV 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADE 12

Prerequisite:  Vocal Music Il

This course is a continuatiori Wocal Music Ill. Emphasis will be placed on consonant production with emphasis placed on
tongue and lip action and the requirements for audibility in performance, importance and implementation of legato and
sostenuto style and technique, sight singmgeys of B, Db, and F#, extending the range at the top and bottom of the vocal
range with rules for handling the dynamics at the outer limits, intonation during performance and possible physical causes,
memorization of music and text techniques, stagedeent and stage etiquette involved with performances.

VOCAL TECHNOLOGY 3 or 5 periods _Year 3 or_5 credits GRADES 912

Prerequisite: Vocal Music| or Concert Choir

The aim of this course is to provide the musicailglined student with an opptoinity to develop an understanding of the
basic concepts and principles of comptiased musical training along with traditional methods and ensemble singing.
Students will generate worksheets and etudes for various instruments and electronicalheshai¢htthe class. This course
will run concurrently with Vocal Music, Chorus, Vocal Music Science, and Chorus/Science Courses.

CONCERT CHOIR 3 or 5 periods _Year 3 or 5 credits  GRADES 912

This course is for students interested in experiencing and mggenstruction in four part choral singing. Students will be
singing a wide variety of musical styles, including classical, pop, Broadway, seasonal favorites, and standard choeal literat
Students will learn their music as a member of sections oBBop, altos, tenors and basses. Emphasis will include proper
tone production techniques, and the basics of breath control. The students will learn to read music and will learn to read
rhythms and sight sing using solfeggio. Students will be tested oralthythmic reading, sight singing, and on their choral

music parts. This is a performance class, and concerts, rehearsals, and graduation are a class requirement, and will &
assigned a percentage of the class grade for the marking period in whioket¢bey
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MATHEMATICS OFFERINGS
MATH ENHANCEMENT 5 Periods Year 5 credits GRADE 9

This course is required for all incoming Grade 9 students who performed partially proficientNewtldersey Ask 8 and

require enrichment and/or intervention in preparation for the New Jersey High School Proficiency Assessment (NJHSPA).

I nstruction is also aligned to provide supportly. Omeline t he s
programs providing individualized support are utilized within the context of this course.

ALGEBRA | 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADES 912

This course is suggested for all freshmen planning a college preparatory program and anglesirdento continue study of

higher mathematics. In thdgebral course, students will be exposed to the following topics: review of basic skills; order of
operations; variables and open sentences; axioms relating to open sentences; equationseandqivoiy; fundamental
operations regarding real numbers; equations and inequalities; working with polynomials; products and factoring; working
with fractions; equations with fractional coefficients; and fractional equations. Solutions of sentenaesgadriables will be

shown along with the graphing of equations and inequalities. The concept of radicals and irrational numbers will ke discusse
as well as the solution of quadratic equations and an introduction to data analysis/patterns and alygpsiscah serve as

a measuring stick by which the student can estimate success in additional higher mathematics courses.

GEOMETRY 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADES 1012

Prerequisite; Completion of Algebra | or Algebra | Part Il

In this coursestudents will study Geometry without the concept of at¢atmn deductive proof. Emphasis will be placed on

the following topics: vocabulary; angles; polygons and polyhedrons; transformations; triangles; parallel and perpendicular
lines; quadrilateralsperimeter and area; similar triangles; square roots and right triangles; circles, area and volume;
trigonometry and the coordinate plane. Students will also have an overview of systematic listing and finding outcomes using
probability.

GEOMETRY ACCELERAT ED 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADES 912

Prerequisite:  Completion of Algebra | or Algebra | Part Il with at leastan 80% average orDepartmental
Approval

Geometry uses precise language and exact statements to underline the logical structure oficsatheaductive proofs are
explained and emphasized throughout the course. Topics will include angle relationships; perpendicular and parallel lines;

Deductive proofs are explained and emphasized throughout the course in &
development that brings out the significant roles of induction and intuition. The course will cover the following eléments o
geometry: inductive and deductive reasoning; angle relationships; points, lines, and planes; congruency and similarity of
polygans; trigonometric relationships in right triangles; circles and related angles and angle measurements; and coordinate
geometry.

ALGEBRA I 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADES 1012

Prerequisitee ~ Completion of Algebra I. It is recommended that Georatry be taken before Algebra .

In this course students will study traditional Algebra Il concepts. Emphasis will be placed on the following topics: A brief
review of Algebra I; functions and relations; systems of linear equations and inequalitiesnsadfitquadratic equations;
systems of quadratic equations; fractional equations; radicals; and fractional exponents.
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ALGEBRA Il ACCELERATED 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADES 1012

Prerequisitee ~ Completion of Algebra | with a grade of 80% or higher. It is recommended that Geometry
Acceleratedbe taken before or concurrently with Algebra Il A.

This course is designed for the student with special mathematical aptitude and for those planning to enter engineearing school
and other colleges. The coursamprises a brief review of basic algebra, followed by a study of linear equations; systems of
linear equations and inequalities; matrices; quadratic equations; functions; powers, roots, and radicals; polynomisl function
rational functions; sequences aswties; and probability and statistics.

PRE-CALCULUS 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADES 1112

This courge is designed to prepare students for college level math courses like Calculus. It begins with a discussion of
functions and their graphs. Trigonometry is then presented in four chapters as the circular functions, their graphs and
inverses, applicationsolving triangles), and identities and equations. Additional topics covered are: polynomial functions;
exponential and logarithmic functions; polar coordinates; conic sections; vectors; and sequence and serie83 plos Tl
graphing calculator will & used by students in class to find the graphs of functions and to interpret those graphs.

PRE-CALCULUS HONORS 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADE 11

Prerequisite: Successful completion of Algebra I, Geometry (éceleratedor Honors), Algebra Il (Accelerated or
Honors), and Departmental Approval. It is recommended that students complete Algebra Il Honors
with a grade of at least 80% or Algebra Il A with a grade of at least 90%. Departmental approval
will be based in part on the recommendation of thest udent 6 s Al gebr a I t
recommendation wil/ be based on the studentds ¢
classroom performance.

This course is designed to prepare studentddeanced Placement Calculu3he curriculum is theasne as the regular RPre
Calculus course with the following differences: The course begins with graphing functions and includes an additional ten
topics not covered in the regular course. The instructor will cover topics at a faster pace and moretbffieuts will be
assigned for homework.

CALCULUS 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADE 12

Prerequisite: Completion of Algebra I, Algebra Il Accelerated Geometry Acceleratedand Pre-Calculus with a
grade of at least 80% or better in PreCalculus.

Calculushas been planned in such a way that it uses and reinforces the content of previous courses, and it shows the studel
new and interesting applications of mathematics. The course includes a study of functions and limits. The concepts of
differentiation ad integration will be covered in depth, along with their many applications.

ADVANCED PLACE MENT CALCULUS 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADE 12

Prerequisite: Successful completion of Algebra I, Geometry (éceleratedor Honors), Algebra Il (A cceleratedor
Honors), Pre-Calculus (Acceleratedor Honors), and Departmental Approval. It is recommended
that students complete PreCalculus Honors with at least an 80% average or Pr€alculus with a
grade of at least 90%. Departmental approval will be based ingrt on the recommendation of the
st u d e n tGalsulus Pteacher. Teacher recommendationwi | | be based on t
demonstrated motivation and consistently high classroom performance.

This course consists of a short study of elementary functionswied by the development of the theory and general
techniques of Differential and Integral Calculus as they are applied to this wide class of functions. The application of the
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derivative and the integral to problem solving will also be emphasized. Tihsecis designed to prepare students to pass the
Advanced Placement Exam administered by the Educational Testing Service for possible advanced standing in college.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT STATISTICS 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADE 12

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Algebra I, Geometry (Aceleratedor Honors), and Algebra Il (A ccelerated
or Honors). It is recommended that students complete Algebra Il Aceleratedwith at least a 90%
average or Algebra Il Honors with at least an 80% average.Students who wish to take Calculus in
high school should include PreCalculus in their program and perhaps take AP Statistics
concurrently with Pre-Calculus. Departmental approval will be based primarily on the
recommendati on of t h e (Accekeratkcee ort HBosors) Atéagherb r aeachkerl
recommendation wil|l be based on the studentds ¢
classroom performance

The purpose of this course is to introduce students to the major concepts and tools for colletyirigganad drawing
conclusions from data. Students are exposed to four broad conceptual themes: 1. Exploring Data: Observing patterns an
departures from patterns. 2. Deciding what and how to measure. 3. Anticipating Patterns: Producing models using
probability theory and simulation. 4. Statistical Inference: Confirming models.

ADVANCED MATH 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADES 1112

Prerequisite: ~ Successful ompletion of Algebra I

This course is for those students who intend to go tegelbut who do not intend to ever take calculus. The syllabus for this
course will include a siweek math S.A.T. review. It will also include the following topics from discrete math: mathematics

of voting; weighted voting systems; fair division; Eulécuits; Hamilton circuits and paths; the mathematics of networks; the
mathematics of scheduling; Fibonacci numbers and the golden ratio; the mathematics of population growth; fractal geometry;
collecting statistical data; descriptive statistics; and akmrrobability, and odds.

INTRODUCTION TO COLLEGE MATH 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADES 1112

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Algebra | and Geometry

This course is designed as a third year of math that builds upon Algebra | and Geomqirg@ares students for college and
21 century careers. It will include a PSAT/SAT review, review for the Accuplacer Test used by community colteges f
placement, and a study of simple probability and statisfiakeulators will not be permitted ascemmended by the colleges.

HSPA MATH (SEM)
and INTRODUCTION TO COLLEGE MATH

5 periods(3 periods) Two semester classes 3.75 credits GRADE 11
This course is required for atade 11 students who require enrichment and/or interventionpanatéoon for the New Jersey
High School Proficiency Assessment (NJHSPA). Students requiring enrichment and/or intervention inclodelarii

Mathematics in 8 or 10" grade. Other assessments (state or national) may be referenced for students who did not sit for the
NJASKS. Following the March Administration of the NJHSPA, students will receive instruction on basic math skills as
coveerd in the 1 semester of Introduction to College Math in preparation for upcoming college mathematics entrance exams.
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HEALTH & PHYSICAL EDUCATION OFFERINGS

PHYSICAL EDUCATION 9 4 or 5 periods 3 M.P. 3.75 credits GRADE 9

The emphasiss on skill development in various team sports. Fitness units and fitness testing will be done each marking
period.

HEALTH EDUCATION 9 4 or5 periods 1 M.P. 1.25 credits GRADE 9

The freshman health program focusescharacter development and hd a me nt al skills needed tc
integrating concepts inutrition, family life (including sexually transmitted diseases), alcohol, drugs, and tobacco.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION 10 4 or 5 periods 3 M.P. 3.0 or 3.75 credits GRADE 10

The emjasis is continued on skill development in various team sports. Fitness units and fithess testing will be done each
marking period.LAB BIOLOGY students will receive 3.0 credits for this course.

HEALTH EDUCATION 10 4 or 5 periods 1 M.P. 1.0 or 1.25 creits GRADE 10

DRIVER SAFETY EDUCATION includes classroom work in safe driving practices and rules of the road, along with a three
week unit in substance use/abuse with emphasis on its application to driving. At the end of the course, studentsltake the
State written driver education tesAB BIOLOGY students will receive 1.0 credits for this course.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION 11 5 periods 3 M.P. 3.75 credits GRADE 11

The emphasis is on individual and team sports. Most of the activities are cemtared organized games. Fitness units and
fithess testing will be done each marking period.

HEALTH EDUCATION 11 5 periods 1M.P. 1.25 credits GRADE 11

FIRST AID covers basic Red Cross first aid, along with a tineek unit devoted to furtherugty of substance use/abuse.
Students are graded on classroom preparation, participation, written work, tests, and reports.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION 12 5 periods 3 M.P. 3.75 credits GRADE 12

The emphasis is on lifetime activities as well as individualdaral sports. Fitness units and fitness testing will be done each
marking period.

HEALTH EDUCATION 12 5 periods 1M.P. 1.25 credits GRADE 12

PERSONAL LIVING includes various topics in family life educatioa threeweek unit in substance use/abpseticularly
as it affects the family is part of the nimeek unit. Students will be graded on participation, preparation, written
assignments, and projects.

ADAPTED PHYSICAL EDUCATION 5 periods 3 M.P. 3.75 credits GRADES 912

In order to accomodate students with either temporary or permanent disabilities in our school population, there is a need to
provide a program that facilitates the capabilities of each and every child. Therefore, the basic objective of the Adapted
Physical Education Progm is to provide each student with activity suitable to his or her work capacity. These activities
range from the teaching of the basic motor skills to rhythmical activities, and game play.
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TEEN PEP (H&PE 1IV) (Highland & Timbe r Creek only) 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADE 12

TEEN PEP (or Teen Prevention Education Program) is algagrcourse that utilizes a comprehensive sexual health
curriculum and results in a core group of trained peer educators who conduct outreach programersyithapents, and
educators. The curriculum focusesdrtisioamaking skills, preventing unplanned pregnancy, HIV/AIDS and other sexually
transmitted infections, dating violence and date rape, sexual harassment and other sexual health concerns.

The couse is offered to seniors on an invitationly basis. The course fulfills the Health and Physical Education
requirement for grade 12.

FIRST AID/CPR CERTIFICATION (Highland only) 5 periods Semester 2.5 credits GRADE 12

Prerequisite: Successful comption of Health Education Il

This course is designed to certify an individual in Adult, Child, and Infant CPR as well as Community First Aid. The course
will prepare the student for practices and skills needed in an emergency situation. A certifmationl be issued to each
individual upon completion of the course as long as he/she fulfills the requirements and standards set by the American Rec
Cross.

CARE & PREVENTION OF ATHLETIC INJURIES (Highland only) 5 periods Semester 2.5 credits GRADE 12

Prerequisite: Successful completion of Health Education I

This course is aimed at preparing a student for a possible career in athletic training. The course will cover the fundamenta
concepts of basic anatomy, care of common injuries, firstigigty prevention, rehabilitation techniques, types of injuries,
and how and when to use specific forms of padding, taping, and bandaging.



SCIENCE OFFERINGS
INTRODUCTORY COURSES

LAB BIOLOGY HONORS 6 periods Year 6 credits GRADES 910

Prerequisite: Concurrent enroliment in Geometry Honors or Geometry Accelerated and recommendation of the
Department Supervisor. Students are recommended for this course based upon the following criteria:
250 or Advanced Proficient on the Readig, Language Arts, Math and Composite Score on the"7
grade NJ ASK assessment ; "aand8"drade laahguager Aats] Reading,f A A
Math and Science, recommendation of their science teacher and consideration of all these factors by
the science andschool counselinglepartments.

The Laboratory Biology Honors course covers essentially the same content areas as the regular Laboratory Biology course
described. However, due to the nature of the students enrolled in this course, it is expketetich more demanding in
terms of the depth and breadth of material studied. In May, students will sit for the New Jersey Govtgmptency Test

PRACTICAL COMPUTER APPLICATIONS |
for LAB SCIENCE 2.5 period Year 2.5 credits GRADES 912

Practical Computer Applications is a course that integrates the necessary skills for successful entry into the world of
information processing. Students will use the tekgyboarding method while learning the basics in word processing,
desktop publishingising Word, and presentation software. Students will be able to create, revise, manipulate and print
various projects utilizing correct formatting, grammar, and language rules. Students will be able to integrate these softwar
applications. Projects Wibe assigned to navigate and research on the Internet

INTRODUCTION TO THE PHYSICAL SCIENCES 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADE 9

Prerequisite:  Algebra | must be taken concurrently with this course or have been successfully completed.

This is a yeatong course in fundamental concepts of science and serves as a prerequisite for courses in Laboratory Biology,
Laboratory Chemistry and Laboratory Physics. It is primarily for the student who has a strong working knowledge of
fundamental mathematical ap¢ions. Students are chosen based upon proficient math scores on the NJ ASK and a minimum
of fico " amd & draeld math and science classes. The course stresses learning through inquiry. Students perform
experiments, derive conclusions and butthcepts. Topics covered include concepts from chemistry and physics such as:
measurement; data collection and analysis; composition of matter; force and motion; and energy.

LIVING SYSTEMS 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADE 9

This is a yeatong course designed to serve as a prerequisite for all science courses which do not require IPS as a
prerequisite. The program is an inquirgsed lab science which emphasizes foundational concepts and methods of biology
and relates these to the practismues of human use of the environment. The major areas of study are: characteristics of
living things; cell theory; energy and food systems; genetics; evolution; structure and function of living things; eablogy an
living systems; cycles of matter; pation; and environmental issues. In May, students will sit for the New JBigkgy
Competency Test.

PHYSICAL SYSTEMS 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADE 10

Prerequisite: Completion of Living Systems. A student who has passed Introduoh to the Physical Sciences may
not take this course for credit.

This course is for students with a working knowledge of fundamental mathematical operations. The course stresses learning
through inquiryand emphasizes foundational concepts of physitahse. Students perform experiments, derive conclusions

and build conceptstopics covered include concepts from chemistry and physics such as: measurement; data collection and
analysis; the composition of matter; atomic theory; force and motion; wor&reerdy; and electricity.
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ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADE 11

Prerequisitee  Completion of the ninth and tenth grade science requirements

This course is offered as the third year of inqiiaged lab science forustents with a working knowledge of fundamental
mathematical operationStudents will use a physieaktting/systems approach to examine how the earth operates as a set of
complex and dynamic interconnected systems, and how it is a part of the all ersiogpgstem of the universe. Topics will

include a study of the solid earth and its formation; the structure, composition and physical properties of its atmakphere an
hydrospher e; the factors causing t he riatsbetwegnete eartmand livieg e ar
systems;and the interrelationships between humans and the environment. Emphasis is placed on exploring topics in
astronomy, atmospheric systems, environmental issues and geological processes.

BIOLOGY COURSES

LABORAT ORY BIOLOGY 6 periods Year 6 credits GRADES 1012

Prerequisite:  Introduction to the Physical Sciences. Exceptions will be made based on departmental approval.

The aim of this course is to give the student adeipth understanding of living mattiera laboratoryoriented situation. The
course is designed in an inquinyiented fashion to guide the student to an overall concept through carefully designed
investigations that unify concepts. The main themes include the nature of life, the opmirii@, the diversity of life,
organization of living systems, matter and energy transformations, biological evolution and eecoMgy, students will sit

for the New JerseBiology Competency Test.

HUMAN ANATOMY AND PHYSIOLOGY 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADES 1112

Prerequisite: I ntroductory Physical Science and Laboratory Bio
or better. It is required that the student also have a basic knowledge of chemical principles by either
having completed LabChemistry, Accelerated Lab Chemistry, or by taking one of these concurrently
with this course.

The aim of this course is to provide the student with an opportunity to develop an understanding and appreciation of the
human as an organism, interdependerdnupther organisms, and adapted for change in a constantly changing biological,
chemical, and physical environment. The course includes basic microbiology, cytology, human anatomy, and human
physiology. Unit topics include: the living organisms; energgds; growth and repair; control and integration of the body;
mechanisms for protection; and continuity of life. Dissection of the cat is an integral part of this course.

HORTICULTURE (Triton and Highland only) 5 periods Year 5 credits  GRADES 1112

Prerequisite:  Living Systems or Lab Biology

This course will take students with a demonstrated interest in this area into work in horticulture, landscape design and
maintenance, and floral design. The students will experience, first hand, whikedttsdun a business in these areas. Hands

on experiences will be provided through the use of the greenhouses, school campus, and available community resources. Thi
course does NOT fulfill the science graduation requirement.

ECOLOGY AND CON SERVATION (Ti mber Creek only) 5 periods Semester 2.5 credits RADES 11-12

Prerequisite: Laboratory Biology/Laboratory Biology Honors and Algebra I. A grade offi C or better is required
in these courses. It is recommended that the student also take Laboratory Chisiny or Laboratory
Chemistry Accelerated concurrently with this course. Exceptions will be made based upon teacher
recommendation and departmental approval.

The aim of this cowge is to give the student andepth knowledge about environmental relatfops and the problems and
practices of conservation. Natur al resources wil/| be e
water will be viewed. Major topics considered include: basic ecology; history of conservation; airseiftand noise
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pollution; over population; endangered wildlife; solid waste disposal; and urban problems. This course is interdisciplinary
and, therefore, it is expected that the student have prior knowledge in biology, chemistry, and mathematics.

MARI NE SCIENCE (Timber Creek only) 5 periods Semester 2.5 credits GRADE 11-12

Prerequisite: Laboratory Biology/Laboratory Biology Honors and Algebra I. A grade of fACOo or |
in these courses. It is recommended that the student also take laxhtory Chemistry or Laboratory
Chemistry Accelerated concurrently with this course. Exceptions will be made based upon teacher
recommendation and departmental approval.

Marine Science is an interdisciplinary science course offered to juniors and sdmdngave an interest and a concern for the
marine environment. Topics to be covered in this course include marine biology, marine chemistry, marine geology, marine
literature, physical oceanography, and maritime history. Current areas of concern méthimitine ecosystem will be
constered and marine related carepportunities will be explored.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT BIOLOGY 7 periods Year 7 credits GRADE 11

Prerequisitee A grade of 80% or better in Lab Biology Honors and Lab Chemistry Horors or a grade 0f90% or
better in Lab Biology and Lab Chemistry and/or approval of the departmental AP selection
committee.

Advanced Placement Biology is based on an introductory celdegd general biology course. It is designed to cover both

the patern and process of biology in more depth and breadth than is presented in Laboratory Biology. In keeping with the
current trend in biology, there will also be more emphasis on biochemistry awéliuar biology. A college level textbook

is used, alongvith laboratory exercises that are more sophisticated in both the nature of the experiments performed and the
instrumentation used.

An examination administered by the College Board is available at the end of the school year, and it is highly recommende

that students take this exam to gain the full benefits of the AP Program. Many colleges consider acceptable grades on thi
exam as evidence that a student has done work comparable to that done in a college biology course, and thus college crec
maybegr ant ed. Successful completion of this course shoul d

ADVANCED PLACEMENT
ENVIRON MENTAL SCIENCE 7 periods Year 7 credits GRADE 11

Prerequisitee A grade of 80% or better in Lab Biology Honors and Lab Chemistry Honors or a grade 0f90% or
better in Lab Biology and Lab Chemistry and/or approval of the departmental AP selection
committee

Advanced Placement Environmental Science is designed to be the equivalent of an introductory collegén course
environmental science. The goal is to provide students with the scientific principles, concepts, and methodologie® required
understand the interrelationships of the natural world, to identify and analyze environmental problems both natural and man
made, to evaluate the risks associated with these problems, and to examine alternative solutions for resolving and/or
preventing them.

The AP Environmental Science course is intended to enable students to undertakeyear fostiege students, a neor
advanced study of topics in environmental science, or alternatively, to fulfill a basic requirement for a laboratory Agience.
examination administered by the College Board is available at the end of the school year, and it is highly recommended that
students take this exam to gain the full benefits of the AP Program. Many colleges consider acceptable grades orsthis exam &
evidence that a student has done work comparable to that done in a college environmental science course, and thus collec
creditmay be granted.
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CHEMISTRY COURSES

LAB CHEMISTRY 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADES 1112

Prerequisite: Lab Biology, Algebra | Part | or Algebra | Part I, concurrent enrollment in Geometry.
Students who have completed or are concurrentlgnrolled in Algebra Il or Algebra Il Accelerated
are NOT eligible for this course. Students who have completed Lab Chemistry Accelerated will NOT
receive credit for this course

Similar in content to Laboratory Chemistry Accelerated, this seus designed for those students enrolled in Geometry.
Although quantitative concepts will be introduced, the focus will be on qualitative, conceptual chemistry. Topics to be
emphasized include measurement, scientific notation, percentages, elementsjnctangolutions, atomic structure, bonding

and chemical quantities. Students will also be given the opportunity to develop hypotheses, analyze and solve problems anc
draw conclusions. Due to the lesser number of periods this course meets, the scopgermk sre reduced from that in
Laboratory Chemistry Accelerated, and students will not be exposed to the same quantity of lab experiences as Lab Chemistn
Accelerated

LABORATORY CHEMISTRY ACCELERATED 7 periods Year 7 credits GRADES 1012

Prerequisite: Introductory Physical Science; Lab Biology/Lab Biology Honors; Algebra 1l or Algebra Il
Accelerated or concurrent enroliment. Students who have completed Lab Chentiy will NOT
receive credit forthis course.

The aim of this course is to pral the student an opportunity to develop an understanding of the basic concepts and
principles of chemistry. This course emphasizes such principles as atomic structure, chemical bonding, chemical energy,
equilibrium, and the mole concept. Considerable fisngpent on quantitative concepts in chemistry and, therefore, a facility

with basic math principles such as graphing, proportions and the use of exponents is desirable. Whenever possible the studel
is asked to draw conclusions based on observations duaitigy demonstrations or experiments. The additional two periods

per week allow this course to provide a greater number of lab experiences and a greater depth and breadth than Lal
Chemistry.

LAB CHEMISTRY HONORS 7 periods Year 7 credits GRADES 1011

Prerequisite:  Lab Biology Honors/Lab Biology; Algebra 1l AcceleratedAlgebra 1l Honors or concurrent
enrollment and recommendation of Department Supervisor. Students are recommended for this
course based upon the following criteria: a grade d80% or better in Lab Biology Honors or a grade
of 90% or better in Lab Biology; a grade 0f90% or better in Algebra | and Geometry Acceleratedor
a grade of80% or better in Geometry Honors.

The Laboratory Chemistry Honors course covers essentially the samatcargas as the regular Laboratory Chemistry
courses described above. However, due to the nature of the students enrolled in this course, it is expected to be much moi
demanding in terms of the depth and breadth of material studied than either it ttveoficourses.

This course will involve a comprehensive study of fundamental chemical concepts. Students will be asked to collect and
interpret data and observations, and to communicate their findings accurately and concisely. The student wikh develop
wor king knowledge of the quantitative aspect of everyda
independently, students will occasionally work individually on projects.

Students must also enroll in a-8redit companion course to eet the Visual/Performing/Practical Arts graduation
requirement.
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PRACTICAL COMPUTER APPLICATIONS 2
for LAB SCIENCE 2.5 period Year 2.5 credits GRADES 10-12

Practical Computer Applications is a course that integrates the necessaryfosk#lisccessful entry into the world of
information processing. Students will use the tekgyboarding method while learning the basics in advanced word
processing, advanced desktop publishing using Word, spreadsheet, database, and advanced psef@aetiorStudents

will be able to create, revise, manipulate and print various projects utilizing correct formatting, grammar, and laregiage rul
Students will be able to integrate these software applications. Projects will be assigned to navigedeaaod on the
Internet. Students also will be introduced to the financial fundamentals of budgeting and banking. At the end of the course
students will apply their computer skills to complete a business simulation.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT CHEMISTRY 7 periods Year 7 credits GRADE 11

Prerequisitee A grade of 80% or better in Lab Biology Honors, Lab Chemistry Honors, and Algebra Il Honors or
a grade of 90% or better in Lab Biology, Lab Chemistry, and Algebra Il Accelerated and/or
approval of the departmental AP selection committee.

Advanced Placement Chemistry is designed to be the equivalent of the general chemistry course usually taken during the firs
college year. ltis to be taken only after the successful completion of a first courgh sthool chemistry. Students in AP
Chemistry should attain a depth of understanding of fundamentals and a reasonable competence in dealing with chemica
problems. This course will differ qualitatively from the usual first high school course in chewitstmespect to the kind of
textbook used, the topics covered, the emphasis on chemical calculations, the mathematical formulation of principles, and the
kind of laboratory work done by students. Quantitative differences appear in the number of ¢éapéck the time spent on

the course by students, and the nature of the experiments done in the laboratory.

An examination administered by the College Board is available at the end of the school year, and it is highly recommended
that students take thexam to gain the full benefits of the AP Program. Many colleges consider acceptable grades on this

exam as evidence that a student has done work comparable to that done in a college chemistry course, and thus college cre:
may be granted. Successfulgoihet i on of this course should enhance a stu

MULTI MEDIA _APPLICATIONS for Lab Sciences 2.5 periods __Year 2.5 credits GRADE 10-12
Students must be concurrently enrolled in an honors lab science course.

This course uses the same curricular concepts as the full yearMalita Applications course; however, it has
been madified to a companion course for the Lab Sciences.

DIGITAL VIDEO PRODUCTION for LAB Science 2.5 periods  Year 2.5 credits GRADES 10-12

Student must be concurrently enrolledhilab science course.

Digital Video Production will allow students to plan, shoot and edit video from script to screen. Admaexiserience will
include a working knowledge of computers digital editinggoams, digital cameras (still and motion), storyboarding, photo
manipulation, and audio devises. The focus of the course will be on script writing, storyboarding, shot compositign, lightin
techniques, sound recording techniques and editing for a fioggbr Each student will have the opportunity to produce his

or her own edited video.

FORENSIC SCIENCE 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADES 1112

Prerequisite: Lab Bi ol ogy with a grade of ACO or better and dep

This course focuses on problem solving, designing experiments, testing, and drawing conclusions based on empirical evidence
with an emphasis on criminal investigation and forensic methodologies. This is a labbestedy course involving
microscopy, chromatagphy, comparative analysis techniques, electrophoresis, spot tests, and qualitative analysis
examinations. Writing is an integral part of the course with students being expected to communicate their laboratory results
and conclusions, and to be able talgme case studies.
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RESEARCH

SCIENTIFIC RESEARCH 3 periods Year 3 credits GRADES 1112

Prerequisite; Honors Chemistry and concurrent enroliment in AP Biology, AP Chemistry, AP Environmental
Science, or AP Physics

Students electing thicourse will have the opportunity to perform a research project of their own design. After choosing a
topic of interest, students will perform a literature and resource search (including the udmefresources) to develop a
hypothesis. They williten write a grant proposal, develop a testing protocol, collect and analyze data, write a research paper,
and present their findings to their peers, parents, and science department staff in a symposium setting.

PHYSICS COURSES
LABORATORY PHYSICS 7 periods Year 7 credits GRADES 1112
Prerequisite: Introductory Physical Science or an Honors Science Course and Algebra (Wwith a recommended
grade of at | east a ACO)

Laboratory Physics is a course designed to provide the student with a workinge#tge of the principles of physics
necessary to compete in a highly technical environment. Critical thinking is developed through numerous discussions and
problemsolving sessions. Reinforcement of various principles is achieved in laberalaed ativities. Basic topics

covered are dynamics, mechanics, sound, light, electricity, and magnetism.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT PHYSICS 7 periods Year 7 credits GRADE 12

Prerequisite: A grade of 80% or better in Pre-Calculus Honors or permission ofthe Department Supervisor. A
grade of 80% or better in AP Biology, AP Chemistry, or AP Environmental Science and/or approval
of the departmental AP selection committee.

Advanced Placement Physics is a special collegel experience. It is designed to mmere challenging, stimulating, and
compared to Lab Physics, take more time, require more work, and give greater opportunity for individual progress and
accomplishment. The course includes topics in both classical and modern physics. Knowledge ofanfjdiasic
trigonometry are required for the course. The basic ideas of calculus may be introduced in connection with physical concepts

An examination administered by the College Board is available at the end of the school year, and it is highigmdedm

that students take this exam to gain the full benefits of the AP Program. Many colleges consider acceptable grades on thi:
exam as evidence that a student has done work comparable to that done in a college physics course, and thus college cret
may be granted. Successful completion of this course sho
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SOCIAL STUDIES OFFERINGS

The Social Studies offerings in the BHPRSD include 3 years of study required for gradietrid History/Cultures, US
History I, and US History II) as well as electives. All of these courses are designed to prepare a student for higbar educat
and professional careers.

AP and Honors coursesare designed for students with mature stadgt communications skills. These atedents who are
seltdirected and demonstraséedesire to excel and a true interest in History. Students accepted into AP or Honors courses
have been selected to pursue a rigorous academic program simulating @ exflegence. A collegevel textbook is used

in these courses. Students need to be able to take sophisticated reading notes from this text book while working
independently To maintain placement in the AP or Honors levels, students are expectedhtaimat least an(B%6 average

and to receive a teacher recommendation. Accelerated students at the junior year level who attain at least a 90% average at
who earn a recommendation from their teachers may apply to take AP or Honors levels the followirguypeaer reading

and sophisticated research projects are assigned.

Accelerated coursesare designed for students who possess above average knowledge of study and communications skills.
These are students who are expected to handle independent worksaacth in a mature, scholarly manner, under the
direction of the teacher. Learning methods will include film, writing, exploration of primary documents, and the development
of college prep skills. Timed essays will be a part of testing. In accelelas=ks a greater emphasis is placed on outside
reading, research, projects, and student responsibility. Adaigbol level textbook is used in these courses.

College preparatory courses are designed for students who are developing their study amngnication skills in
preparation for SAT testing and higher education. Adsigiool level textbook is used in these coursatsidents who attain
at least a 90% average and who earn a recommendation from their teachers may apply to take the develetla¢ed
following year.

To receive credit for any level of the required Social Studies courses, students must completerajuired major

research assignments, papers, and/or projects. The student who does not meet proficiency goals in this mannér wil
not advance to the next grade level of the history course

WORLD HISTORY/CULTURES REQUIRED COURSES

These courses are designed to give freshman students an opportunity to explore the world from many different viewpoints.
The courses will trace the seled cultures in both the Eastern and Western Hemispheres from the Golden Age of Expansion
through the periods of Revolution, Imperialism, into the Twentieth Century. The role of geography, economics, technology,
and history will be considered in curreneats.

WORLD HISTORY/CULTURES HONORS 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADE 9

Prerequisite: Invitation to this course is made with departmental approval based upon teacher Honors and
Recommendations from the 8 grade teachers of Langage Arts, Reading, Social Studies, as well as
on standardized testing and overall academic performance. It is strongly recommended that
students have an "a#fd3"gaadeecoussesechavie demonstrated desire to excel
and plan to challerge themselves throughout their high school career. Summer reading and projects
are required of students entering both English | Honors and World History/Cultures Honors.
Supplemental readings in world literature may also be assigned.

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UNITED STATES HISTORY I REQUIRED COURSES

Thesecourse i nclude a study of American History from the col
1890s. The program includes a survey of significant geographic, economic, political, and social events as well as general
trends and forces evidein our history. Special emphasis is placed on the study of civics (the Constitution and growth of
democracy, on the structure of theSlUgovernment, and on the responsibilities of an active citizen.) Included isgwiran
chronological study of ounat i onds c ulStudentavil develop & respedt for. the racial, ethnic, and religious
differences that have contributed to the development of the American Society.

US HISTORY | HONORS 5 periods Year 5 credits GRADE 10

Prerequisite: Invitation to this course is made with departmental approval based upon teacher recommendations
fromthe 9"gr ade teacher of WH/ C Honors or Accelerate
assessment o for both AP USdimgamnd predts drd reqiirech or s . Su

Learning methods will include summer reading assignments, extensive writing, exploration and analysis of primary
documents, historiography, and an introduction to Advanced Placement style test questions. Aewellégit book is used

in this course. Successful completion of this course will support the award of dual credit at CCC upon completibn of US
(AP or Honors) in the following year.

US HISTORY | ACCELERATED 5 periods Year 5 Credits GRADE 10

Prerequisite: Placement in this course is made for students who have a 70% average or better inokd
History/Cultures Accelerated. It is highly recommended that this course be taken with English
Accelerated. Transfer students needing to take Wfld History/Cultures Accelerated concurrently
with US | Accelerated need prior departmental approval.

AMERICAN STUDIES/US HISTORY | ACCELERATED 5 periods Year 5 Credits GRADE 10

Prerequisite:  Placement in this course is made for students who haven 80% average or better in World
History/Cultures Accelerated and who meet the criteria for the application process. A selection
committee of teachers and supervisors set annual standards and review applications. The application
process is explained in the Wrld History/Cultures Accelerated classes so that all students are
informed of the opportunity.

This innovative course includes a study of American His
power in the 1890s and is completed in conjunctiadh tie American Studies/ EnglishAccelerated course.

US HISTORY | 5 periods Year 5 Credits GRADE 10

Prerequisite: It is highly recommended that this course be taken with Englisti . Transfer students needing to take
World History/Cultures concurrently with US | need prior departmental approval.
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UNITED STATES HISTORY II REQUIRED COURSES

These courses include a study of American History from t
the current times. Therogram includes a survey of significant geographic, economic, political, and social events as well as
general trends and forces that provide an understanding of the past and present and give a sense of direction torthe future f
free and democratic siety. Emphasis is placed on the development of WISA as a world power, the dilemma of

(civil rights, economics, etc.) Inadliedisanolyoi ng chronol ogi cal study of our nat
students will develop a respect for the racial, ethnic, and religious differences that have contributed to the develihigment of
American Society.

US HISTORY Il - ADVANCED PLACEMENT 5 periods _ Year 5 credits GRADE 11

Prerequisite: Invitation to this course is made with departmental approval based upon teacher recommendation
from the teacher of US Historyl Honors. It is strongly recommended that studentdiave a80% or
better average in US Historyl Honors as well as the intention to sit for the Advanced Placement
Exam. Students who undertake this course are willing taneet the challengesf a college level study
with extensive reading, intensive essay agaments and exams, and numerous reports and projects.
Summer reading and projects are required. Registration for AP testing is strongly recommended.
Dual Credit may be earned at Camden County College.

US HISTORY Il - ACCELERATED 5 periods  Year 5 aedits GRADE 11

Prerequisite: Placementin this course is made for students who have a 70% average or better in W8story |
Accelerated. It is highly recommended that this course be taken with Englishll Accelerated.
Transfer students needing to takeWorld History/Cultures concurrently with US History 1l need
prior departmental approval.

WESTERN STUDIES /USHISTORY Il ACCELERATED 5 periods _ Year 5 credits GRADE 11

Prerequisite:  Placementin this course is made for students who have a 80% avera@r better in American Studies
and who meet the criteria for the application process. A selection committee of teachers and
supervisors set annual standards and review applications. The application process is explained in the
American Studies classes sihat all students are informed of the opportunity. This innovative course
includes a study of American History from Ameri ce
modern era and is completed in conjunction with the American Studies/ Englishll Accelerated
course.

US HISTORY II 5 periods _ Year 5 credits GRADE 11

Prerequisite: It is highly recommended that this course be taken with English.3Transfer students needing to take
World History/Cultures concurrently with US History Il need prior departmental approval.
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SOCIAL STUDIES ELECTIVE COURSES

Elective coursesare designed to offer idepth study of specialized Social Sciences. While elective courses do not replace
required history courses, they may offer dual or collegalit as well as training needed fuigher education andareer
development. Electives may be heterogeneously grouped or may be designated as AP or Honors. AP and Honors elective
have application requirements.

CONTEMPORARY STUDIES / 20" CENTURY ISSUES 5 periods _ Year 5 credits GRADE 12

This course is the third installment in the American Studies program. This academic level elective is taught in conjunction
with Contemporary Studies/English Wccelerated Through an integrated study @fntemporary history and current world
issues, combined with a study of contemporary literature, students will explore how art, music, literature, and social trends
have shaped historical events and conditions of contemporary tiGtasting with the gloal impact of imperialism in the

early 2d century, students will examine the growth of such modern phenomenon as fascism, totalitarianism and communism,
as well as the rebirth of democracy in the lat&" 2@ntury. Topicssuch as the feminist movementetNietham War,

Wat ergate, the Carter and Re agexamngdk £onemporaytdpisdch as tetroasmpf s p r
hate crimes, and cloning will also be investigated. This course will make use of contemporary periodicals athevell as
traditional U.S. History textbook. It will be taught by one Social Studies teacher and one English teacher to provide
integrated and Halepth study of topics. For example, while studying a unit on medigrrenvironmentalism, students may
simultaneosly be reading Silent Spring by Rachel Carsdris course must be taken in conjunction with the English
component of Contemporary Studies.

EINANCIAL LIT ERACY 2.5Periods Semester 2.5 Credits GRADES 9-12

Young adults need the knowledge and skills to make informed financial decisions throughout their lives. This course will
help students become informed consumers by setting personal, career and financial goals. Topics wllasiclude

economics, creating and working with a budget, banking services, establishing credit and using it wisely, consumer protection
laws and fraud, saving and investing for your future and various types of insurance. The Internet and other computer
applications will be used in various classroom activities.

(Graduation Requirement for Graduation Class of 2014 and beyond)

ADVANCED PLACEMENT
GOVERNMENT & POLITICS (Highland and Timber Creek only) 5 Periods Year 5 credits GRADE 12

Prerequisite: It is strongly recommended that students have &5% or better average in AP US or US History Il
Honors, or a 80% or better average in US Historyll Academic with a consistently high classroom
performance as well as the intention to sit for the Advanced Rcement Exam. Summer reading and
projects are required.

This course is designed for students with a keen interest in government and politics who wish to stimulate their adiriosity an
who are considering taking the AP Exam in US Government and Politles.course is designed to give students a critical
perspective on politics and government in the USA and to lay the foundations for understanding comparative politics and
government globally. The class involves both the study of general concepts usetpeet American politics and the
analysis of specific case studiégarning methods will include summer reading assignments, extensive writing, exploration
and analysis of primary documents, and the study of Advanlkee@Rent style test questior&tudents who undertake this

course are willing to shoulder the burden of a college level study with extensive reading, intensive essay assignments anc
exams, and numerous reports and projects.

HOLOCAUST & GENOCIDES 5 periods Semester 2.5 credits GRADES 11- 12

Holocaust & Genocides provides the student with an opportunity to explore the historical roots of war, extreme nationalism,
economic downfall, militarism, and ariemitism that fostered the most notorious genocide of theC2@tury. A further

goal of this course is analyze stereotypes, hold open and honest discussions, and create solutions to eliminate prejudice fro
our society one step at a time.

In an effort to prevent future genocides, students will compare the Holocaust with cése stuather genocides past and

present to research issues of conscience, moral responsibility, and enlightened citizenship. It is hoped that the sincerely
motivated will enroll in this study to eliminate future genocides around the globe.
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
