Attendance
● For a day to count, a minimum of 4 hours in attendance is required by the State 

of New Jersey.  
● Excused absences include: doctor’s note, religious holiday, and up to 3 college 

visitations with documentation.
● 10 days unexcused, 10 excused 
● 4 latenesses to school without documentation result in 1 absence. 
● Leaving early negatively impacts attendance if it is not for documented excused 

absences.
