Unit Overview:

This unit is designed to guide students’ understanding of who they are and how their life experiences and friendships have
shaped them. Instructional design and discussion seeks to guide students in their consideration of multiple perspectives about
what and who influences their identity and uses inquiry to engage students in the learning processes that develop critical thinking
about what it means to be a good friend and how friendships develop over time. Students will analyze and evaluate informational
texts, videos, and personal stories as they consider real-world connections to how past events shape the present, and how these
experiences are similar and different to those in the French speaking world.

Reflecting on life events helps deepen understanding of personal growth and identity development.
