
Local Education Agency Guidance for Virtual or Remote Instruction Plan 

The New Jersey Department of Education (Department) is providing the following guidance pursuant to N.J.S.A. 
18A:7F-9(c) and N.J.A.C. 6A:32-13.1 and 13.2, to assist LEAs in the development of their annual virtual or remote 
instruction plans. The Department encourages LEAs to reflect on the previous school year to enhance elements 
of the prior year’s plan to provide the most substantive education, and including, but not limited to, related 
services, for all students in the event of an LEA closure. 

For each of the areas below, the chief school administrator or lead person will either mark “yes,” confirming that 
the information is in the Plan and list the corresponding Plan page number, or mark “no” if the information is 
not contained in the Plan. The chief school administrator or lead person is expected to provide an explanation to 
the County Office of Education for all areas marked “no.” 

By July 31 annually, the chief school administrator or lead person must submit a board-approved LEA Guidance 
for Virtual or Remote Instruction Plan for the coming school year, along with this form to their County Office of 
Education. At the time of submission to the county office of education, the plan must be posted on the LEA’s 
website. Plans will be reviewed in each county office of education on a rolling basis with an electronic response 
communicated within two business days of receipt.

	Equitable: Varied, age appropriate needs are addressed through several programs and resources that are used to maximize student growth and learning. In the event that the schools must move to synchronous and/or asynchronous virtual learning, all services will be offered online through an online platform.  Continuity of services that will be provided include the following:

*Students will continue to have access to instructional support through individual sessions with teachers as needed, and students scheduled in courses with support instructors will continue to have extra time with those instructors online. * Tutoring services will continue to be offered in online sessions scheduled with teachers, reading specialists, mathematics tutors, and English teachers. Session times will vary to offer multiple opportunities during the day and at night. * Student Success Coaches, BSIP Coordinators, and RTI Team members will continue to collaboarate in their efforts to support student achievement. They track students' progress and provide intervention through online forums and will communicate with parents and teachers to continuously assess students' needs.  For Tier 2 interventions, they will host individual and small-group sessions with students to offer direct support of academic performance, and of organizational efforts, including time management. When Tier 3 interventions become necessary, they will make referrals to cousnelors, health professionals, and vice principals, while remaining part of the conversations to develop immediate, specific plans for individuals who require interventions beyond established programs and resources. * Student progress will be evaluated through submission of course assignments in Goolge Classroom, as well as through the level of student participation in online activities.  Online meetings among teams of teachers, counselors, administrators will be held to review data, develop plans, and communicate with parents. When needs to access devices and WiFi are identified, tech teams will publicize schedules for pick up or delivery.

*All related services will be provided virtually or via activities delivered through email until such a time as students can return to the school setting.



*Student grades, progress reports on goals and objectives, and documentation of accommodations and/or modifications will be available virtually via Genesis in the parent portal.



* Annual review, reevaluation, referral and identification meetings will be held via Google Meet/Hangout and/or Zoom  until such time when access to the building is restored. upon the returned in person opportunities, parents will be provided the option to select an in-person or virtual meeting, provided this is still authorized under current governing legislation.



* child study team members will conduct any evaluations virtually, that are feasible and permitted to do so. for assessments that require face-to-face interactions in order for the assessment results to be valid, we will do so, provided we are permitted within the school setting while ensuring the appropriate safety precautions.

	notes ELL: For our multilingual Learners at Triton Regional High School, we will offer weekly after-school tutoring sessions provided by our MLL specialist, as well as weekly sessions hosted by a math teacher and a science teacher(one day per week for each)  so that the students can receive intensive Remediation in these core areas.  ML  students who have language proficiency levels ranging between true beginner to Mid Intermediate our schedule for shelter instruction in the following content areas:  ELA; Algebra I; World History and United States History I; and science.   the sheltered classes are co-taught by both a certified content teacher and a certified ML teacher.


	notes attendance: Should we need to shut down in-person learning, we will follow previously implemented plans(2020-2022)  for synchronous instruction. students will access live online platform links posted on teachers' Google classrooms and will follow a schedule for live learning sessions per the Letter Day schedule that we use for in-person learning. to reduce student fatigue with online sessions, the bell schedule for the letter day rotation will be abbreviated and the common time lunch break that we employ for in-person learning will serve as a break from instruction before continuing the second wheel of classes. communication will flow from the parent student to the nurse then to the teacher and school administration. the teacher will communicate with each individual student.


	notes meals: If schools close due to a health emergency, each school will have the bagged meals available for drive-by pickup at each school's main entrance location between the hours of 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. on Monday, Wednesday, and Friday. these bag meals will consist of breakfast and lunch options for five School days.
	Notes facilities: If the school or district has to close due to a health emergency, maintenance, and custodial personnel will maintain the cleanliness of facilities by wearing the appropriate safety equipment. We will continue to deploy air purification systems in each room. 
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
