
How to Calculate Weighted & Unweighted Grade Point Averages (GPA’s)  
 

 

Your grade point average (GPA) is calculated by dividing your quality points (credits x point scale 
value) by the total amount of credit hours attempted. Your grade point average (GPA) may range from 
0.0 to a 4.0 unweighted.  GPA’s above 4.0 are possible due to weighted courses (AP/Honors) having 
larger grade point values (5 = A, 4 = B, etc).

The student’s GPA below is 2.50 because 87.5 quality points (credits multiplied by point scale value) divided by 
(/) 35 credits attempted equals (=) 2.50
