PLEASE NOTE: THE STATE LAW OF NEW JERSEY PROVIDES:

Minors under the age of 16 are limited to 3 hours per day, 18 hours per week when school is in
session. Minors under the age of 16 may not work before 7 am nor after 7 pm.

Minors 16-18 years old may not work before 6 am nor after 11 pm when school is in session.
