        Triton  High School

Dear Mr. Tarsatana: 

 

Epic Environmental Services, LLC (Epic) was retained by the Black Horse Pike Board of 

Education (District) to perform indoor air quality inspections for six areas at the Triton High 

School.   The inspections consisted of visual observations and the collection of temperature and 

relative humidity data.    Additionally, samples for airborne mold spores were collected in the 

inspection areas.   Epic Environmental performed the inspections on September 4, 2019.   Mold 

issues were discovered in two classrooms, and follow-up inspections were performed for those 

classrooms on September 12, 2019. 
 

The visual inspections focused on signs of moisture, water intrusion, and visible mold growth.    
 

Temperature and relative humidity data was compared to current New Jersey Indoor Air Quality 

and industry standards.      
 

Acceptable Temperature and Relative Humidity Criteria  
 

Acceptable Indoor Temperature Range:    68° - 79° Fahrenheit 

Ideal Relative Humidity Range:      30-60%

Room A31/A33, Room B11, Room B13, Room C24, Room H7, Room E28 

 

Follow-up inspections were performed in the following rooms/areas:   
 

Room B11, Room B13 
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Observations, Comments, and Recommendations (Initial Inspection s) 
Weather: Partly Cloudy, 70° Fahrenheit, 90% Relative Humidity  
 

Room A31/A33 

No visible mold was observed. 

No evidence of recent water intrusion was observed. 

Relative humidity was significantly elevated (77% ).  Temperature was within the allowable range. 

Airborne Aspergillus/Penicillium mold spore concentrations were slightly elevated compared to outside 

(background) concentrations. 

No action required at this time. 
 

Room B11 

Significant visible mold was observed inside and outside the wood cabinet, and under table by teacherôs 

desk. 

No evidence of recent water intrusion was observed. 

Relative humidity was significantly elevated (75% ).  Temperature was within the allowable range. 

Airborne Aspergillus/Penicillium mold spore concentrations were significantly elevated compared to outside 

(background) concentrations. 

Clean mold-contaminated surfaces with a product specifically designed to kill mold. 
 

Room B13 

Significant visible mold was observed inside and outside the wood cabinet. 

No evidence of recent water intrusion was observed. 

Relative humidity was significantly elevated (80% ).  Temperature was within the allowable range. 

Airborne Aspergillus/Penicillium mold spore concentrations were significantly elevated compared to outside 

(background) concentrations.   

Airborne Cladosporium mold spore concentrations were slightly elevated compared to outside (background) 

concentrations. 

Clean mold-contaminated surfaces with a product specifically designed to kill mold. 
 

Room C24 

No visible mold was observed. 

No evidence of recent water intrusion was observed. 

Relative humidity was slightly elevated (64%).  Temperature was within the allowable range. 

Airborne Cladosporium mold spore concentrations were slightly elevated compared to outside 

(background) concentrations. 

No action required at this time. 
 

Room H7 

Mold was observed on the underside of the student tables. 

No evidence of recent water intrusion was observed. 

Relative humidity was slightly elevated (67%).  Temperature was within the allowable range. 

Airborne Aspergillus/Penicillium mold spore concentrations were slightly elevated compared to outside 

(background) concentrations.  

Clean tables with a product specifically designed to kill mold. 
 

Room E28 

No visible mold was observed. 

No evidence of recent water intrusion was observed. 

Relative humidity was significantly elevated (79% ).  Temperature was within the allowable range. 

Airborne Aspergillus/Penicillium mold spore concentrations were slightly elevated compared to outside 

(background) concentrations. 

No action required at this time. 
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Observations, Comments, and Recommendations (Follow-up Inspections) 
 

Room B11 

Visible mold was observed inside and outside the wood cabinet. 

Airborne mold spore concentrations were near or below outside (background) concentrations. 

Clean mold-contaminated surfaces with a product specifically designed to kill mold. 
 

Room B13 

Visible mold was observed inside and outside the wood cabinet. 

Airborne mold spore concentrations were near or below outside (background) concentrations. 

Clean mold-contaminated surfaces with a product specifically designed to kill mold. 

 
 

 

Conclusions 
 

¶ Assure steps are taken to reduce relative humidity to a maximum of 60% during the summer 

cooling season.   Although most mold activity is not likely to start until extended periods of 75% 

or higher relative humidity are experienced, it is recommended to have the goal of 60%.
